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“ So you keep the Passover?” the
young man asked. “I thought that
observance was just for Jewish people.”
I then asked him, “Do you practice
Communion?”  “Yes,” he responded.
“Every  week.”

“Then you recognize a vestige of the
Passover,” I told him. “The difference
is that what you observe has become
disconnected from the original truth and
mandate of the Passover Memorial.”

Passover as the original event is an
annual observance, not a weekly,
monthly, or semiannual event. It com-
memorates the slaying of the Passover
lamb on the 14th of Abib, the lamb
Yahshua was to become as He fulfilled
what the Passover lamb foreshadowed.
He provided new meaning in the symbols
of the unleavened bread and cup, as
now our sins could actually be paid for
and removed and not just covered over
as they were with animal blood. (Heb.
10:4)

Just as He kept the Passover
annually, so do His people.

Why do Yahweh’s people continue to
keep the Passover once every year and
the Feast that follows? The answer is
rooted in the first Passover recorded.

In Exodus 12, the families of Israel
were to take a lamb and at the start of
the 14th day at sunset (Deut. 16:6, BBE,
NASB, ESV), slay it and put its blood
around the doors of their homes. That
blood would protect the firstborn of the
Israelite families from the death angel

to come at midnight.
Firstborn are firstfruit offspring of

their parents. Yahweh’s people are
typically referred to as firstfruits in
Scripture. The firstfruit sheaf of grain
belonged to Yahweh and was presented
to Him during the Feast of Unleavened
Bread.

Yahweh told Israel that unless they
kept the Passover and protected their
houses with the blood of the lamb, their
firstfruits would die, Exodus 11:13.
When the angel sees the blood he will
“pass over” that house, Yahweh said.
Hence the name Passover.

The lesson is clear. As firstfruits,
Yahweh’s people must have the protec-
tion and salvation that Passover blood
of Yahshua provides. For salvation, the
Passover is not an option, it is essential!
Unless Believers keep the Passover
and apply the blood of the Lamb where

they live – meaning to their personal lives
– they will not be protected from the
everlasting, second death.

This is the deeper symbolism of the
death angel and sacrificial blood.

Passover is filled with significance
directly relating to salvation. Church-
ianity has lost that meaning by replac-
ing the sin-cleansing of Yahshua’s
Passover with the Easter resurrection
observance. Today’s Communion has
hyjacked the memorial of the bread and
cup from the Passover and used it in a
hybrid observance, complete with new
times and its own meaning. How can we
expect blessings in making up our own
worship?

As important as the observance itself is,
the timing of the memorial is also critical.
Had any Israelites kept the Passover a
day late, the death angel would have

Which is proper, to keep a memorial every week or to annually commemorate His
death at the time He Himself and all His disciples did?
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already struck their firstborn dead.
Keeping the Passover daily, weekly

or monthly would have done them no
good. Yahweh would not have honored
it. Passover had to be kept at the
beginning of the 14th day of the first
month of the year as the law specified.
Any other times or substitute observance
constitutes adding to the Word and is a
fruitless, even fatal act (Rev. 22:18;
Deut. 4:2; 12:32).

Yahweh gave us an example
to follow. Whenever they
observed a special time

commanded in the Word –

Exodus 34:18  Almighty

Yahweh thundered, “The feast
of unleavened bread shalt thou
keep. Seven days thou shalt

of the month Abib  ...And none
shall appear before me empty

(handed).”

Some believe that wine was used at Passover
because grape juice would have fermented into wine

in the six-month span from the autumn grape
harvest to the spring Passover. Can grape juice
be preserved that long without fermenting? Yes, in

fact there are several ways to preserve or produce
grape juice for the Passover memorial.

The Living Bible Encyclopedia in Story
and Pictures explains how it can be done: “The
means for preserving grape juice were well known.
Kato (De Agri Cultura CXX) had this recipe: ‘If you

wish to have must [grape juice] all year put grape juice in an amphora and seal
the cork with pitch. Sink it in a fishpond. After 30 days take it out. It will be
grape juice for a whole year” (vol. 16, pp. 2088-2089). (One believer we
knew actually put this method to the test and he said it worked very well—
ED.)

Another way to preserve grape juice is to concentrate the juice by boiling it
into a syrup. Stored in a cool place like underground, this concentrate will not
ferment. Adding water later yields a sweet, unfermented grape juice.

To have grape juice all year one can also finely chop raisins—which are
dried grapes—and then reconstitute them with water to produce juice.

Yet another method is sulfur fumigation. Jars are nearly filled with
unfermented grape juice. Sulfur fumes are produced by burning sulfur dioxide
in the vacuous top portion, then the jars are quickly sealed while the sulfur
fumes are present. Pouring the juice into jars heavily treated with sulfur fumes,
then sealing the jars, also works. Sulfites are still used to preserve most wines
and dried fruits today.

Why should grape juice and not wine be used for the memorial? First of all,
wine (yayin) and “strong drink”  were
expressly forbidden during worship
services, “that you may put difference
between holy and unholy, between
clean and unclean.”  This was a
statute Yahweh gave forever, for “all
generations”  (Lev. 10:9-11).

A reference to drinking the “pure
blood of the grape” is found in
Deuteronomy 32:14. In Isaiah 63:3
“blood” is equated with the “blood of
the grape” – pure, natural grape juice.

Yahshua is the firstfruit sacrifice
for man, 1Corinthians 15:20. The
people were to offer the firstfruits of
their produce to the priests,
Deuteronomy 18:4:   “…the firstfruit
also of your corn, of your wine…”
Wine is tirosh, fresh grape juice.

crackers (Triscuits are one of the only leaven-free crackers
that I know of), yeast, baking powder, baking soda (see list
of leavening on p. 5)  We go through dressers and drawers,
closets and cabinets, and every nook and cranny looking for
leaven while cleaning everything as we go.  HINT:  Check
the bottom or the back of the freezer.  There always seems
to be a frozen loaf of bread or a box of baking soda there
under several layers of frozen meats and vegetables. Don’t
foget to check the toaster for leavened crumbs.

This brings me to the topic of cleaning agents.  Numerous
products have been developed to help with cleaning chores
in the past few generations.  However, many contain harsh
chemicals with unwanted side effects. Recently I was given
a recipe for a homemade all-purpose “natural” cleaner that
can be used to clean almost anything and is mild on people,
pets, and septic tanks and sewer systems.  It is chemical-
free, economical, easy to make and works really well.

Whole Wheat Flat Bread
submitted by Russ Thain

2 cups whole-wheat bread flour
1/2 cup white cornmeal
1/2 teaspoon salt
4 tablespoons butter
2/3 cup warm water

Sift flour, measure, then sift again with cornmeal and salt.
Cut in butter and mix until crumbly. Stir in the warm water
and chill. Roll chilled dough into balls the size of marbles.
Roll out into paper-thin rounds about 4 inches in diameter.
Bake on an ungreased cookie sheet at 375 degrees
Fahrenheit for 5 minutes or until very lightly browned.
Cool and store in a tightly covered can. This dough may
be wrapped in waxed paper and kept in the refrigerator to
be baked as needed.

Golden Delight Pancakes

I got this recipe from an egg carton back in the early 70’s.
It became a family favorite, and all six of our children liked
them better than regular pancakes. Not only were they

quick and easy to serve on a weekday, I felt good about
sending the children off to school with plenty of protein
and calcium in them for the day. They have a nice velvety
texture, and taste glorious too! Easy clean-up because you
only use a blender. You will never miss that they have no
leavening, and are good year round!

1 C. cottage cheese
1/4 C. oil
6 eggs
1/4 C. milk

Put all ingredients into blender container. Cover and blend
at high speed 1 minute, stopping to stir down once. Bake
on greased griddle using about 1/4 cup batter for each
pancake. Dust with powdered sugar before serving
(optional).

I also like to make fruit sauce for these pancakes. Our
favorite is fresh blueberry sauce, but any fresh or frozen
berries work well. Strawberries are another favorite, or try
frozen mixed berries.

Rinse a pint of fresh berries and put in a small saucepan
and add raw sugar to taste, Then simmer on low heat.
Stirring constantly. Cook just until the berries are starting
to thicken a little. Put a spoonful of berry sauce on each
pancake just before serving, and add a dollop of whipped
cream (optional).

A leavening agent (sometimes just called leavening or
leaven) is a substance used in doughs and batters that causes
them to rise.

During the Feast of Unleavened Bread, Yahweh
commands that no leavening be eaten or found on our premises
for seven days, Exodus 12:19-20.
Below are leavening agents found in
a variety of foods that must be used
up or removed by the Feast of
Unleavened Bread.

Incidentally, it is not acceptable
to remove leavening from your
property if you just bring it back once
the Feast is over. The spiritual lesson is to remove “leavening”
entirely from our lives.

Commonly used leavening agents include:
· yeasts, including:

· baker’s yeast
· active dried yeast

· baking powder
· baking soda

· cream of tartar (potassium bitartrate)
· sourdough
· ammonium carbonate
· ammonium bicarbonate
· potassium carbonate
· potassium bicarbonate
· dipotassium carbonate
Leavening agents are also in:
· Preparation H (yeast)
· Cat and dog foods with yeast
· Toothpastes with baking soda

False Leaven
Below are foods or ingredients not leavened, although
sometimes mistaken for leavening or leavened food. They
pose no problem for the Feast of Unleavened Bread:

· Puffed cereals
· Brewer’s yeast
· Yeast extract, autolyzed yeast extract
· Soda pop

and mixing the ingrediants needed to make laundry soap.
It was a relaxing night of conversation, snacks and
learning. Below you will find the recipe... Enjoy!

Liquid laundry detergent
4 cups HOT tap water
1 family-size bar of Fels Naptha hand soap
1 cup washing soda
1/2 cup Borax soap
10-15 drops of your choice of essential oil (optional)

Grate the bar of soap. Add grated soap to saucepan
containing 4 cups HOT tap water. Stir continually over medium heat until soap is
completely melted and dissolved. Fill 5 gallon bucket full with
HOT tap water. Added melted soap, washing soda and Borax. Stir
until powder is well dissolved. Stir, cover, and let stand overnight
to thicken. The next day stir again and add essential oil, if you
choose. After adding the essential oil stir again and fill a used,
clean laundry soap container 1/2 full of soap mixture and then fill
the remainder of the container with tap water. Shake well before
each use.

Note: Add essential oil only after it is cooled. Recipe makes 10
gallons. Use 5/8 cup for top loaders and 1/4 cup for front loading
machines. Does approximately 640 loads.

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Is the word ‘Bible’ of pagan origin?

The word “Bible” is not pagan. “Bible” derives
from Byblos, the Greek name of the Phoenician

city, Gebal. Gebal is a Semitic word that generally
means a “line,” as in a line of mountains or a
straight coastline. The origin is rooted in the Greek
word for the papyrus plant that the Egyptians used
to make paper. The Greeks called the plant biblos
and eventually writing products derived from the
plant such as scrolls became known as biblos.
There is even an ancient Phoenician city named
“Byblos” whose name comes from its extensive
manufacture and trade in writing materials. To
invent the word Bible, scholars borrowed the plural
Greek word “biblia” meaning scrolls, or “little
books” and created the English word Bible.

Whatever it described about this city, “Gebal” is
not the name of a pagan deity. Anciently, this
Phoenician port’s patron deity was named Ba’al
Gebal or a Ba’alat Gebal (which mean “L-rd of
Gebal”). This may be why some leap to the
conclusion that “Bible” is a word of pagan origin.
However, as we have shown, Byblos (“papyrus,”
book) is a completely different word in a radically
different language from Gebal (“line”), even though
they are both names of the same city.

My husband understands the truth, as do I.
But when it comes to doing what it says, like

keep the Sabbath and Feasts, he doesn’t seem to
“get it.” How can I make him to go from just
“knowing” to actually “doing”?

It’s the age-old dilemma. Yahweh said His way
and truth is a walk, not just sacred information,

Revelation 21:24. A heart that truly loves Him will do
as He commands. Especially since so much is at
stake, like personal salvation. When the rich young
ruler asked Yahshua, “What must I do to be
saved?” our Savior answered, “If you will enter into
life, keep the commandments.”

We are in a pitched conflict with churchianity

that has hammered the false teaching that all you
need to do is believe, have faith alone, and ignore
those Old Testament statutes which were only for
ancient Israel. To which we respond: the devils also
believe, James 2:19; faith without works is dead,
(James 2:26:  “For as the body is dead apart from
the spirit, so also faith is dead apart from works;”
also see verses 17 and 20); and Israel’s com-
mands in the Old Testament are examples for us,
for “our admonition, upon whom the ends of the
world are come. Wherefore let him that thinketh he
standeth take heed lest he fall,” 1Corinthians
10:11-12. We are grafted into the covenant Yahweh
made with Israel, and therefore we are to hold to
the same terms they were given, Romans 9, 11.

As for the Feasts, worship of the true Father
Yahweh is a worship of action. One of the lessons
learned by keeping Yahweh’s holy days and Feasts
is the desire to choose His ways over own. Taking
up His observances and doing them is a clear in-
dication of our desire to follow Him in obedience.
We follow Him by what we do, far more than by
what we say, which is far easier.

We can talk the most convincing talk, but unless
our words translate into active obedience, it is all
just empty rhetoric. The Apostle Paul calls words
without action “sounding brass and tinkling
cymbals.” The actual keeping of Yahweh’s Feasts
is the test of our true sincerity. The Passover
demands that we take a personal assessment of
our lives prior to partaking of the emblems.
Through this memorial we accept the blood of
Yahshua to cleanse our sin. But taking part in the
memorial also means that we root out all that offends
in our lives, which is reinforced by the removal of
leaven for the Feast of Unleavened that follows.

 His Moedim or special days set His people
apart. Yahweh said, “And this day shall be unto you
for a memorial; and you shall keep [it] a feast to
Yahweh throughout your generations; you shall
keep it a feast by an ordinance forever,” Exodus
12:14.

We have seen many a skeptic who was ex-
posed repeatedly to the truth and ultimately – and it
sometimes took years – he saw the light of
obedience. Keep showing your husband the Word
that he already believes. Eventually, with your
prayers and fasting, he will come to be a doer of
the Word and not a hearer only, James 1:23. His
salvation depends on it.
