ew subjects about end-time prophecy
draw more interest than a discussion

about the antimessiah. This “man of sin”
is prophesied to gain world control just
prior to the return of Yahshua. The major
prophecy is found in both Daniel 11 and
Revelation 13.

In one of his letters, Paul addresses
the end-time concerns of the Thes-
salonians, whose questions could be
asked today:  “When will all these things
happen, and what will be the sign to tell
us where we are in Bible prophecy?”

In 2 Thessalonians 2:3 Paul told
them, “Let no man deceive you by any
means; for that day shall not come,
except there come a falling away first,
and that man of sin be revealed, the son
of perdition.” Although the King James
Version reads “a falling away,” most
translations have been corrected to read
“the falling away,” and it must take place
before the man of sin can be revealed.
Both events will occur just before
Yahshua the Messiah appears.

This is not to say that the man of sin
will appear unexpectedly to take power.
The sense of Scripture is that a trusted
person who has been placed in a lofty
position will abruptly turn and reveal his

true nature. He will not
be the benevolent, caring
individual he first
appears to be. This strong man will turn
to oppose and exalt himself above all that
is of Yahweh or that is worshiped,
2 Thessalonians 2:4. He will claim to be
a mighty one. He will actually sit in the
temple or holy place and proclaim that
he is to be worshiped by all people.

Many warnings and implications in
the New Testament caution the True
Worshiper to be wary and not accept
someone appearing on the scene
claiming to be the Messiah. Matthew 24,
Mark 13, and Luke 21 all give a
chronological account of what will
happen before the end of the age.

Waning Belief in NT Prophecy
How could the antimessiah succeed
without giving himself away to tell-tale
clues exposing Him in many New
Testament prophecies? Yahshua alluded
to the answer when He asked, “When
the Son of man comes shall He find faith
on the earth?” Luke 18:8. Clearly most
will lack any biblical faith, which will
include belief in New Testament
prophecies and warnings about taking the

mark of the beast. We already see a
dramatic decline in biblical belief in our
world, and along with it is apathy about
New Testament prophecy.

It would be easy for those who
uphold exclusively the Old Testament–
especially the Jews– to show that the
prophecies are still to be fulfilled. They
undoubtedly will teach that Yahshua, the
One Who came at Bethlehem, was not
the promised Messiah.

A charismatic person possessed by
the Evil One to speak eloquently, promise
peace and prosperity, and be amazingly

worldwide power is one of the big questions in these last days.
Clearly, Yahshua the true Messiah would first need to be
discredited and the warning prophecies about the antimessiah,
especially in the New Testament, must be ignored.

persuasive in convincing nations to
accept his agenda could easily be
embraced by Jew and gentile alike.
Weak Christians lacking firm grounding
in the Bible would also fall victim to such
an individual, even accepting him as the
Savior (“anti” meaning “in place of” as
well as “opposing” the messiah).

Imagine if this man of sin proclaimed
the New Testament a fraud. He could
claim that Old Testament prophesies are
about him as the messiah. He could point
to the verity of the Old Testament,
pointing out the painstaking effort of the
scribes to write down every yod and tittle
in making copies of the Old Testament.

He could point to many archaeo-
logical discoveries since the Second
World War, such as the Dead Sea
Scrolls, the Ebla tablets in Syria, and
many other significant finds, proving that
the books that we know as the Old
Testament are exactingly faithful to the
many centuries-old autographs of the
Bible.

After all, did not Paul say in Romans
3:2 that unto the Jews were committed
the oracles of Yahweh, the spoken words
of the Old Testament that Yahweh gave
to the prophets?

He could charge that the New
Testament, on the other hand, has no such
ring of authenticity. It is actually a Greek
copy of a Greek copy of a Greek copy
and the majority of the early manuscripts
do not contain the complete New
Testament.

The great failing away spoken of by
the Apostle Paul and others in the New
Testament could well be brought on by
the discrediting of the New Testament.
An academic rejecting of the New
Testament and consequent ignoring of
its prophecies could lead many to reject
its teachings and embrace a false world
ruler. It could easily happen with both
Jews and Muslims, who accept only the
Old Testament. And Christianity would
be a pushover through its departure from
and ignorance of the Word.

Along with this would follow the
rejection of Yahshua as the Redeemer
of Israel. Because they think He did not
fulfill all the prophecies it would be quite
plausible that a movement could gain

groundswell support to discredit New
Testament claims about Him. This would
allow the Old Testament to stand
supreme. No one would be looking for a

“returning” Messiah. They would be
looking for the Messiah to come the first
time. The stage would be set for the
antimessiah (beast) and his system.

Antimessiah Connected to Mideast
Daniel 8:9, 11 says,  “And out of one of them [a division of Alexander

the Great’s empire] came forth a little horn [man of sin], which waxed
exceeding great, toward the south, and toward the east, and toward the
pleasant land... Yea, he magnified himself even to the prince of the host,
and by him the daily sacrifice was taken away, and the place of his
sanctuary was cast down.”

Alexander’s kingdom
stretched from Macedonia
through present-day
Afghanistan – basically the
Mideast. From this area of the
world the man of sin will have
his roots. This area is mostly
Islamic today.

The annual feasts are behind us now. Cars are unloaded; our
laundry is (almost) caught up; and the reality of our day-to-
day lives has confronted us once again. If you are like me
you brought home tons of photographs, new friendships,
precious memories and...some food for thought. It’s that last
one I’d like to elaborate on. So, please— pour yourself a
cup of hot tea and “visit” with me as I strive to share something
that is on my heart. I will forewarn you that this is not “light”
conversation. It will require prayerful consideration and
humbling, as it always does when Yahweh’s spirit speaks to
us.

I arrived home from the Feast of Tabernacles on eagles
wings. I was literally high from the love and enthusiasm that
always surrounds those at the feast. This feeling was
intensified when I finally got around
to checking my email and found a
dozen messages filled with words of
life and encouragement from my
family in the faith. However, among
those emails filled with praise and
compliments was one that caught me
completely off guard.

This one was from a sister who
had been deeply hurt by something I
did at the feast. After explaining the
situation that caused the offense and expressing her feelings,
she went on to say that she did not believe my actions were
intentionally malicious (and I am grateful she realized that!),
but that they were hurtful all the same.

The truth is, I was completely unaware that my actions
were being seen as offensive. It never occurred to me that
anything I did might have been misunderstood. Had these
things been explained to me at the feast I would have done
everything in my power to have prevented the offense in the
first place. But as we all know, you can’t un-butter bread.
The damage was done, regardless of my intentions.

Now sisters, I have a question for you: when confronted
with a situation like this, how do we respond? It is always
hard to hear words of rebuke; and particularly so when we
feel it wasn’t handled in quite the right way. It is human to
become offended, defensive and to seek to justify ourselves.
But is this how we should respond? Isn’t our natural, gut
reaction always opposed to Yahweh’s way?

I have always attempted to see the silver lining in a bad

situation. Admittedly, it was difficult in this case because my
feelings had been hurt. But after much prayer and
contemplation, I feel Yahweh has given me additional insight
and that we as a community can learn something valuable
from the experience. I will call this the guidelines of living
within a redeemed community.

The most basic rule is to throw everything the world has
ever taught you about relationships out the window! Most of
it is humanistic psychobabble anyway. Open up your Bible
and read it. Pay especially close attention to the Torah, those
first five books of Moses. Study earnestly the way Scripture
shows us we should respond to one another. We should strive
to address one another in love; with forgiveness and
compassion. We should love one another more deeply than
we do ourselves and seek to always bring out the best in our

brethren. We should help one another
sacrificially, without expecting money
or glory in return. We should guard our
hearts, our minds and our bodies,
keeping ourselves pure and “kodesh”
(holy) before Yahweh.

And, while all the above is important,
another vital aspect to living inside a
redeemed community is to be above
reproach in all things. It is not enough
that our hearts and actions be pure.

We should also be operating in such a way that we give no
man a reason to accuse us of any wrong doing. We should be
so keenly aware of our actions and how they might appear
that we raise the standard far beyond what traditional morality
deems necessary. After all, we are not interested in man’s
acceptance but in being found worthy at the feet of Yahweh’s
throne!

When we get together we laugh, cry and share with such
joy and abandonment that we forget something very important.
We forget that each of us comes into the “community”
wounded and scarred from the hurts we’ve encountered in
this world. Each comes carrying loads of heavy baggage.
Just because we’ve made it inside the gates of fellowship
together does not mean we are free from the hurts of our
past lives.

There are those among us who have been the victims of
sexual and/or physical abuse. Others have struggled with
addiction, affairs, broken marriages—the list goes on. While
we are all attempting to walk righteously before Yahweh, we

must be sensitive to the fact that each of us has a past we
continue to struggle with. We must be conscious of the fact
that although we are redeemed, we are not yet fully perfected
beings!

Without attempting to offend, let me clarify: asking if a
brother wants a drink might appear to be a polite and
acceptable thing. But what if that brother has had a drinking
problem? A young, attractive woman feels properly covered
because her skirt comes down to her ankles; but what if the
slit up the leg proves a distraction to her brethren? A sister’s
welcoming embrace is misinterpreted as flirtatious. Another
feels left out of fellowship because in the rush of the moment
no one took the time to extend a personal welcome.

Not one of these motives was impure, and the world
teaches us that we have the right to do as we wish. Even
most traditional churches teach that if there is no ill intent,
there is no problem; that the offended party is merely too
sensitive and needs to “get over it!” But as members of the
redeemed community, we must discern that each of those
situations sets the stage for a brother or sister to potentially
fall back into a pit from which they have been lifted. Yes,
they could just tell us that we’re being a stumbling block.
That would certainly make it easier for us. But in pondering
this I have realized that this puts our brethren in the position
of constantly reliving their past! They cannot walk in the
freedom and renewal of their redeemed life if they must
constantly explain how something we’re doing is a stumbling
block! Have you ever considered this? I certainly had not…

I am not implying that we be drones; mere carbon copies
of one another, void of the Father’s individuality. Not at all.
We will always have differences in preference and opinion
and we each have different talents with which to edify the
body.

But dear sisters, when we’re walking the redeemed life,
everything about us should look different (perhaps even “odd”)
by worldly standards. It is more than how we eat and when
we worship. We should be different from the world in our
marriages, our children’s behavior, our finances, our
businesses, our words, our actions, the activities we are
involved in, our world view, and how we relate to one another.
We should strive to be different in EVERY area of our life;
and we should attempt to have unity and bountiful love for
one another as we walk; otherwise we cannot be a beacon
of light to a dark and dying world!

The bottom line is that when we decide to turn our backs
on our past sins and walk a life of redemption, we obligate
ourselves to a higher standard so that we ensure we are a
stumbling block to NO ONE. We willingly give up our worldly
“rights” to follow a narrow path which leads to everlasting
life. And if we have Yahshua’s heart, we long to gather as
many of our brothers and sisters as possible along our journey.
After all, what would the Kingdom look like without their
presence?

Certainly living inside a redeemed community takes effort,
humility, grace, tact and an abundance of love. But is it not
worth the sacrifice to have a taste of the coming Kingdom
here on earth? Yes, this lesson has been a painful one for me,
but it was obviously something I needed for I have learned
how to be a better sister through it.

Well dear ones, our teacups are empty and our time
together is up. But I pray that these thoughts prick your heart
as we each strive for Yahweh’s perfection. May He hold you
in His tender embrace until we are together again.

Favorite Fall Flavors
Kitchens heat up as the weather turns cooler.
Gone are the cool salads and sandwiches of
summer to be replaced by the aromas of more
serious stovetop cooking.  Leafy greens, yellow
pumpkins, and sparkling red cranberries are
central ingredients of autumn menus.  Following
are some favorite fall recipes from the sisters at YRM.

SPINACH FETTUCCINE
– submitted by Meschelle Sevier

1 Tablespoon butter
1 Tablespoon minced garlic
1-2 Tablespoon(s) minced onion

½ cup ricotta cheese
¾ cup shredded mozzarella cheese
2 Tablespoons shredded Parmesan cheese
½ cup milk
10 oz. package frozen spinach, thawed and
squeezed
1 ½ cups cooked fettuccine, tossed with 1
teaspoon olive oil or butter

In a skillet, melt butter and sauté garlic and onion 4 to 5
minutes.  In a blender, combine and puree the ricotta,
mozzarella, and Parmesan cheeses and the milk.  Add the
cheese/milk mixture to the skillet, turn the heat down, and
add the spinach.  Cook on low until heated through and
bubbly, stirring often.  Serve over fettuccine noodles.

PUMPKIN WAFFLES

1 cup plus 2 tablespoons flour
2 tablespoons brown sugar
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon
½ teaspoon salt
½ teaspoon baking powder
¼ teaspoon baking soda
2 eggs
1 cup milk
½ cup canned pumpkin
2 tablespoons butter, melted

Mix the first six dry ingredients together in a bowl.  In a
separate bowl mix the last four liquid ingredients together
and add to the dry ingredients.  Meanwhile, slowly heat
griddle or heavy skillet.  Use ¼ to ½ cup of batter for
each pancake.  Cook until bubbles form on surface and
edges become dry.  Turn and cook an additional 2 minutes
longer, or until nicely browned on underside.  Serve warm.

Scripture commands that we have a ready answer for all
who might ask (1Peter 3:15). In a day and age in which law
breaking is encouraged, it is crucial that we, Yahweh’s people,
have the Scriptural knowledge to support that the law is a
requirement for all believers. Even though Scripture is clear
that salvation is a free gift (Romans 6:23), we should never
overlook that the law is Yahweh’s measure that defines sin
(1 John 3:4) and a responsibility for all those who follow the
Messiah. To sharpen our sword, below are some of the com-
mon passages that every believer should be familiar with:

· The Messiah obeyed the Law
“Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets:
I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill. For verily I say unto
you, till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no
wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.Whosoever there-
fore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall
teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of
heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same
shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew
5:17-19, KJV).

“If ye love me, keep my commandments…He that hath my
commandments, and keeps them, he it is that loves me: and
he that loves me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love
him, and will manifest myself to him” (John 14:15, 21, KJV).

“If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love;
even as I have kept my Father’s commandments, and abide
in his love” (John 15:10, KJV).

Heat oven to 425 degrees.  Prepare pastry.  Beat eggs
slightly with a rotary beater and then beat in the remaining
ingredients.  Pour mixture into the unbaked pie crust and
bake for 15 minutes.  Reduce the oven temperature to
350 degrees and bake an additional 45 minutes, or until a
knife inserted in the center comes out clean.  Cool and, if
desired, serve with whipped cream.

CRANBERRY-ORANGE RELISH

4 cups cranberries, rinsed and drained
1 large orange, washed and dried
2 cups sugar

In a food processor, finely chop the cranberries and
orange (peel and pulp).  Stir in the sugar and refrigerate at
least 3 hours before serving.  This freezes well.

DELICIOUS AMISH PEANUT BUTTER

The Law
New Testament Evidence for
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My congratulations with your beautiful website. It
contains very valuable studies on biblical subjects. Recently
I read your online study on kosher, How to Answer the
Most Popular Arguments Against Clean Foods . In my
opinion one of the most important New Testament passages
is not treated in it, 1Corinthians 10:25-28. First, what should
one make of 10:25: “Whatsoever is sold in the shambles,
that eat, asking no question for conscience sake”? It is
often said that this is about meat dedicated to idols. That
may be so, but the question remains how one can expect a
Gentile meat market to have meat that was slaughtered
according to the guidelines of the Torah?  My second
question is about 10:27, which says: “If any of them that
believe not bid you to go for a feast, and ye be disposed to
go; whatever is set before you, eat, asking no question for
conscience sake.” This verse seems completely incompat-
ible with the demand of keeping kosher. Although it is often
said here again that it deals with idol-meat, this interpreta-
tion is not of much help here as regards kashrut. For the
question is: Did the unbeliever really buy kosher meat? That
seems highly improbable. So what are we to make of this
verse if we want to justify keeping kosher? I would very
much like to receive answer to these questions. – RS, email

This passage does not directly deal with kosher food
and therefore we did not include it in the clean food study.
Some believe 1Corinthians 10:25-28 is license to consume
anything, including what the law says is unfit for food. Paul
repudiates that idea with his summation in verse 31:
“Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever you do,
do all to the honor of Yahweh.” You do not honor Yahweh by
breaking His laws, including laws of clean food. The pas-
sage indeed deals with meat sacrificed to idols, made clear
at the beginning and end in verses 19 and 28. If your
concern is about avoiding blood in idol meat, typically in
pagan worship the blood was pre-drained at slaughter and
used separately in the ritual. As a warning against that
Yahweh’s command in the law to Israel is not to consume
blood in this way. The other issue would be eating meat
prohibited in the law, like swine. Paul covers that issue in
verse 31, telling us that we must glorify Yahweh in what we
eat. Eating forbidden food would certainly not give Him
glory. That caveat is understood. The guidelines, then, are
to eat whatever is clean and not be concerned whether the
food was offered to nonexistent gods – unless that latter
fact is revealed to you and would affect the conversion
progress of a pagan acquaintance.

In Yahshua's parable of the five wise and five foolish
virgins, what does the oil represent that the foolish one's
lacked? – CC, MO

Oil is usually connected with the Holy Spirit in
Scripture. Oil is used in anointing for healing, for example,
through faith by Yahweh's Spirit. The key here is what oil
does. The Holy Spirit guides us into truth. At midnight all the
lamps went out. The five foolish virgins did not have extra oil
as did the wise. They were told to go back and buy more oil.
One cannot purchase the Holy Spirit, as Simon the sorcerer
found out. But one can buy the truth: Proverbs 23:23 – "Buy
the truth, and sell it not; also wisdom, and instruction, and
understanding." Now, oil produces light, which is truth, and is
reflected in obedience and good works. Yahshua said in
Matthew 5:16 to let your light so shine before men, that they
may see your GOOD WORKS, and honour your Father which is in
heaven. (The lampstand in Exodus 25 was never to go out.
The light it produced was truth.) They are called foolish
virgins because they were unprepared for the coming of the
Bridegroom. They didn't have enough truth and therefore did
not walk in all the light they should have. The wise are
studied in the light of truth and their lives reveal a prepared-
ness by their walking in that truth. They were ready for the
long haul and continued walking in light even when the
situation got difficult. While the foolish were away to get
more truth and understanding, the Bridegroom came and the
foolish were shut out. The Bridegroom tells the foolish virgins
that He does not know them. Why? We find a key to this
parable in a similar parable in Luke 13:23-28, where
Yahshua responds to a question about salvation,  "Then said
one unto him, Master, are there few that be saved? And he
said unto them, STRIVE to enter in at the strait gate: for many,
I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.
When once the master of the house is risen up, and has
shut to the door, and you begin to stand without, and to
knock at the door, saying, Master, Master, open unto us; and
he shall answer and say unto you, I know you not whence
you are: Then shall ye begin to say, We have eaten and
drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets
[like foolish virgins assuming to follow Him]. But he shall
say, I tell you, I know you not whence you are; depart from
me, all you WORKERS OF INIQUITy. There shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac,
and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of Elohim,
and you yourselves thrust out." The foolish virgins were
lacking in their spiritual growth. They chose to stop short

with all the light of truth and therefore did not
measure up to the Kingdom standard. By the
time the Bridegroom appeared, it was too late
to do anything about it. A key lesson for us!
