“When animal sacrifices were abolished,
so were the Feasts,” the visitor said.
“They go together.”

Many have made the same mistaken
assumption, and in so doing have gone
beyond Scripture. Many will observe
the weekly Sabbath but not the Feasts
days of Leviticus 23, which lists
Sabbbaths and Feasts to keep together.
“Speak unto the children of Israel, and
say unto them, Concerning the feasts
of the Yahweh, which you shall proclaim
to be holy convocations, even these are
my feasts. Six days shall work be done:
but the seventh day is the sabbath of
rest, an holy convocation; you shall do
no work therein: it is the sabbath of
Yahweh in all your dwellings. These are
the feasts of Yahweh, even holy
convocations, which you shall proclaim
in their seasons,” Leviticus 23:2-4.

Both weekly Sabbath as well as the
Feasts will be kept and taught in the
Millennial Kingdom. What is often
forgotten is that animal sacrifices were
also offered on the weekly Sabbath (see
Num. 28:9-11). If an end to animal
sacrifices effectively terminated the
Feasts, then it caused the Sabbath to
cease as well.

If an end to sacrificial offering put a
stop to the Feasts as well, then

somehow the Apostle Paul failed to get
the memo. Because Paul kept the
weekly Sabbath (Acts 18:4) as well as
the Feast days (Acts 18:21). He taught
the gentiles that the Messiah was our
Passover sacrifice and therefore the
very reason to keep the Feast of
Unleavened Bread: “Purge out therefore
the old leaven, that ye may be a new
lump, as ye are unleavened. For even
Messiah our passover is sacrificed for
us: Therefore let us keep the feast, not
with old leaven, neither with the leaven
of malice and wickedness; but with the
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth”
(1Cor. 5:7-8).

He also went to Jerusalem to
observe Pentecost and to worship, Acts
20:16, 24:11.

The four annual Sabbaths of the
seventh scriptural month have not yet

been fulfilled. The new moon, which is
known as the Feast of Trumpets, begins
the month. Then follows the solemn Day
of Atonement, succeeded by the joyous
Feast of Tabernacles. The Last Great
Day is the Hebrew Simhat Torah,
meaning “rejoicing in the law.”

Paul’s letter to
the Colossians
teaches that these
days set aside by
Yahweh are
important for True
Worship. They also
foretell coming
events: “Let no
man therefore
judge you in meat,
or in drink, or in respect of an holyday,
or of the new moon, or of the sabbath
days:  Which are a shadow of things to
come; but the body of Messiah.”

Note that the holy days, new moons,
and Sabbaths are foreshadowing events
to come. These days are packed with
understanding of past events and special
knowledge of what is to come.

The Feast of Trumpets is best
understood as announcing the return of
the Messiah Yahshua at the last trumpet
blast from heaven:  “For the Savior
Himself shall descend from heaven with
a shout, with the voice of the archangel,
and with the trump of Elohim: and the
dead in Messiah shall rise first:  Then
we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the
clouds, to meet the Master in the air:
and so shall we ever be with the
Master,” 1Thessalonians 4:16.

The day of Yahweh comprises seven
trumpets. The first six announce
Yahweh’s wrath, which make up the
third woe (Rev. 11:15-18:24).

Those striving to be obedient to
Yahweh will be given special favor and
protection, as Israel was from the death
angel when they placed the blood on
their doorposts.

If world events are worrying you,

then obey Yahweh, receive His pro-
tection, and stop worrying.

Obedience  takes a submissive heart
and compliant attitude that wants to
please Him in all ways.

Each Feast helps prepare us further
spiritually  for the Kingdom. The ten

days from
Trumpets to
Atonement are a
time for self-
examination.
Atonement is a
day of fasting,
from sunset to
sunset, neither
eating nor
drinking. It is a

lesson in human weakness and how we
depend upon Yahweh even for physical
sustenance. It shows us that we are
reconciled by Yahshua’s blood when we
accept His death payment in blood for
our sins, Romans 5:10.

Atonement also introduces the
Sabbatical year, the next of which starts
Oct. 11, 2008. The land is to rest each
seven years— no planting or harvesting
for one complete year.

Then comes the Feast of
Tabernacles, pointing to Yahshua’s
coming rule on
earth when His
laws will be
enforced world-
wide. At last the
world will be
observing the
righteous ways of
Yahweh and then
paradise will begin
to reign. We
share in a glimpse of this Kingdom
utopia when we come together in
temporary housing for seven joyous
days at Tabernacles.

Following up the Feast of
Tabernacles proper is the Last Great
Day, foreshadowing the day when
Yahshua turns the Kingdom over to His

Father Yahweh.
“Then comes the end, when he shall

have delivered up the kingdom to
Yahweh, even the Father; when he shall
have put down all rule and all authority
and power. For he must reign, till he
has put all enemies under his feet. The
last enemy that shall be destroyed is
death. For he has put all things under
his feet. But when he said all things are
put under him, it is manifest that he is
excepted, which did put all things under
him. And when all things shall be
subdued unto him, then shall the Son
also himself be subject unto him that put
all things under him, that Yahweh may
be all in all,” 1Corinthians 15:24-28.

If Yahweh has put in your heart the
desire to keep His annual Feasts, you
can be sure you will be tested again and
again beforehand. Satan will extend to
you all sorts of excuses why you can’t
attend. The command is there
regardless and we are required by
Scripture to be there. “These are the
feasts of Yahweh, even holy
convocations [gatherings], which you
shall proclaim in their seasons,” Leviticus
23:4.

The Bible’s annual observances
were kept by Israel and commanded

for all people;
they were kept
by Yahshua and
His followers;
they will be kept
in the coming
Kingdom (Isa.
66, Ezek. 45,
Zech. 14), and
from what the
Word tells us,

they are absolutely necessary today.
They are for past, present, and future.

We pray you share our urgency to
be obedient today. Our society is far
more dedicated to their empty holidays
than many proclaimed believers are to
Yahweh’s own appointed times.

The Roman Catholic Church has made a stunning decision to remove the Name
“Yahweh” from songs and prayers used during Catholic Masses, according to
the Catholic News Service.

Bishop Arthur J. Serratelli of Paterson, N.J., chairman of the U.S. bishops'
Committee on Divine Worship, announced the new Vatican “directives on the
use of ‘the name of G-d’ in the sacred liturgy” in an August 8 letter to his fellow
bishops.

He said the directives would not “force any changes to official liturgical
texts” or to the bishops’ current missal translation project but would likely have
“some impact on the use of particular pieces of liturgical music in our country as
well as in the composition of variable texts such as the general intercessions for
the celebration of the Mass and the other sacraments.”

Apparently, this church is concerned about the growing use and influence
of Yahweh’s true Name among its adherents. “In recent years the practice has
crept in of pronouncing the G-d of Israel's proper name,” the letter said. “The
practice of vocalizing it is met with both in the reading of biblical texts taken from
the Lectionary as well as in prayers and hymns, and it occurs in diverse written
and spoken forms,” including Yahweh, Jahweh and Yehovah.”

The church added the following justification for removing the sacred Name,
strengthening its own traditional avoidance: “Avoiding pronouncing the
Tetragrammaton of the name of G-d on the part of the church has therefore its
own grounds. Apart from a motive of a purely philological order, there is also
that of remaining faithful to the church’s tradition, from the beginning, that the
sacred Tetragrammaton was never pronounced in the Christian context nor trans-
lated into any of the languages into which the Bible was translated.”

Bible students know better, however. Yahweh’s Name was used in the
New Testament everywhere the Old Testament was quoted. And it would have
been in the text itself in the original Hebrew language in books like Matthew and
Revelation, as well as the entire original Hebrew New Testament. Yahweh
commands His people to honor and call on His Name. “And it shall come to
pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of Yahweh shall be delivered: for in
mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as Yahweh has said, and in the
remnant whom Yahweh shall call.
Man’s reasoning alone seeks to avoid
honoring Him with His own revealed
Name.

“If any man’s work abide which he has
built thereupon, he shall receive a
reward,” Paul wrote (1Cor. 3:14).

A half-hearted walk reveals a half-
hearted heart. Yahweh rejects anyone
calling himself a believer who doesn’t
live like one and obey the one he
worships. We are called to the Truth in
order to live it each day. We read in
2Peter 1:10-11: “Wherefore the rather,
brethren, give diligence to make your
calling and election sure: for if you do
these things, you shall never fall: for so
an entrance shall be ministered unto you

f  we are to become like little children,

as Yahshua said, what does this entail?
Young children are innocent, trusting,
and dependent.  These are some of the
qualities that are required of us to enter
into the kingdom.  Conversely, adult
attributes may be seen as sophisticated,
skeptical, and independent.  But, are
we adults becoming more like little
children or are we transforming our
children into shorter versions of adults?

Increasingly, many parents are
choosing to have more control over the
lives and education of their children by
teaching them at home.  While
homeschooling requires tremendous
dedication, patience, and perseverance,
the rewards are worth it - for the whole
family.

Most of us are aware of the harmful
effects the media has on the young with
the displays of violence, sex, and vulgar
language that are increasingly becoming
the norm.  Equally virulent, however, is
the destructive influence found in our
public schools.

My first year of teaching fifth grade
in the late 1970s was a fulfilling and
joyful experience.  The children were
respectful and eager to learn.  Their
parents were cooperative and
supportive.

My last day of teaching was spent
in frustration over a confrontation with
a lip-pierced, foul-mouthed young lady
in middle school who had recently
obtained an abortion and didn't think
she needed to quit talking to her friends
during class time.
 How did one brief generation produce
such a change?  I believe the problem
resides in the family, or lack thereof.

Often a child is institutionalized from
the age of six weeks.  After her brief

leave of absence, Mom goes back to
her job and baby goes into daycare.
Even in the best daycare facilities the
child will not receive the constant love
and nurturing that he or she would get
with a parent.

From daycare to pre-school to
kindergarten and on through college,
the influence of the family is diminished
as others increasingly take over the
teaching and training of our children.
"Values Education" is a class required
for all would-be teachers to fill the void
left by absent or unmindful parents.  But
whose values are being taught?

Much different from the one-room
schools of yesteryear where all ages
were taught together, the older helping
the younger, we now sort our children
into "litters."  Classrooms are composed
of twenty or thirty students all of the
same age.  The competition to be
accepted often produces unsavory
results.  Who's the smartest, prettiest,
best-dressed, most athletic or "coolest"
- these are the prevalent concerns.

I've also wondered why society
would consider it in the best interests
of our children to have them spend most

of the day sitting at desks.  Are their
mental, physical, and spiritual needs

being met?  While "book learning" is
very important, children need to also
be engaged in meaningful activities.

Young bodies need more physical
activity than is usually to be had sitting
on the gym floor while a coach gives
instruction in some organized game.
And, children need time to be outside
in nature - time to do nothing but think,
imagine and marvel at Yahweh's
creation.

While the very mention of our
Creator in a public school classroom
can cause severe penalties for the
offender, be it a student or the teacher,
a parent is free to teach Yahweh's
commands at home.  This alone makes
the decision to homeschool the right
choice.

Teach them to your children, talking
about them when you sit at home and
when you walk along the road, when
you lie down and when you get up.
Deuteronomy 11: 19.

HAWAIIAN  MEATBALLS
- submitted by Meschelle Sevier

1 lb.  ground round or ground turkey breast
1 lb. turkey sausage
1 cup bread crumbs
¾ cup milk
½ cup chopped onion
1 egg, beaten
¾ teaspoon each, salt and pepper
2-3 Tablespoons cooking oil
1 15-20 oz can pineapple chunks (reserve juice)
½-1 cup pineapple juice from above can
½ cup red wine vinegar
¼ cup sugar, white or brown
3 Tablespoons brown sugar
1-2 teaspoons soy sauce
1 teaspoon corn starch
¼ cup water
2 Tablespoons chopped green pepper
1 clove garlic, minced

Combine meat, sausage, bread crumbs, milk, on-
ion, egg, salt and pepper.  Form into round meat-
balls and brown in the oil.  Remove and drain.  Cook
the green pepper and garlic in the remaining oil, re-
move and pile on top of the cooling meatballs.  Add
the pineapple juice to the oil and scraps of meat in
the pan and scrape the pan well.  Add vinegar, sug-
ars, and soy sauce and bring to a boil.   In a separate
bowl, combine water and corn starch, blend well and
add to the sauce.  Place the meatballs in a casse-
role dish and pour the sauce over them and top with
pineapple chunks.  Bake covered at 325 degrees
for 45 minutes.

BRUSCHETTA CHICKEN
- submitted by Luann Avalos

¼ cup Sun-Dried Tomato Vinaigrette Dressing
¼ cup Zesty Italian Dressing
4 boneless chicken breasts
1 tomato, chopped
½ cup cheddar cheese
1 teaspoon dried basil leaves

Place a large sheet of foil on one side of a hot grill.
Pour 2 Tablespoons of each dressing in a large plas-
tic resealable bad with defrosted chicken.  Place in
the refrigerator for 10 minutes.  Mix tomato, cheese,
basil, and remainder of the dressing in a bowl.  Re-
move chicken from the marinade, discarding the rest
of the marinade.  Grill the chicken on the uncovered
side of the grill for 6 minutes.  Flip the chicken pieces
and, cooked side up, on the foil side, distribute the
tomato mixture evenly between the chicken and grill
for 8 minutes.  Heat leftovers in the oven and/or eat
with spaghetti or steamed vegetables.

abundantly into the everlasting kingdom
of our Master and Savior Yahshua the
Messiah.”

Some may never get it. They will
continue to dabble in both truth and
worldliness. They read the Bible, but
they also read secular books about
murder, adultery and every kind of
unrighteousness. They watch whole-
some television, but also view programs
filled with perversion,  profanity,
violence and immorality. They listen to
uplifting music, but they also like songs
laced with profanity, and filth about sex,
drugs, and violence.

Just as in our physical environment,
there are toxic dangers posed by the
secular culture. The world’s base
amusements are not just harmless
diversions. They profoundly influence
one to think and act in wrong ways and
even to sin. Perversions seen in movies
impact the mind. Whether we realize it
or not, thoughts generated by evils in
entertainment take up a permanent
residence in the memory and pull at our
spirit.

Society  has changed in the last few
decades largely because of pervasive
evils that meet little resistance as they
once did, especially with many youth
who lack a solid footing in moral
propriety and decency instilled by
conscientious, caring parents.

Yahweh offers His Truth as a sacred
trust. Once we leave the blind alley of
worldly pursuits and its empty futility,
we take hold of a new dedication to
walk in all the light we are given. In
calling His 12 Apostles Yahshua’s

directive to each was, “Completely end
whatever secular pursuits you are
involved in and follow me.” He is still
calling disciples and His call is the same
message for us today. Revelation 18:4
says, “And I heard another voice from
heaven, saying Come out of her [the
world], my people, that you be not
partakers of her sins, and that you
receive not of her plagues.”

If you are unwilling to do that, you
are not worthy to be called His. If you
only half obey, you still are not His.

Yahweh must be the reason each
believer lives. He must be at the center
of our lives. He is first in all things. His
Sabbath comes before any
occupational or family obligations,
friendships, or social or secular
commitments. When He commands us
to “keep the Sabbath holy,” He means
it. Set the entire day apart for Him. No
television, no parties, no sports. The
Sabbath is time to focus exclusively on
Yahweh.

His annual Feasts are top priority
for the believer as well. The eager
enthusiasm many unconverted have
toward Xmas should pale in comparison
to the believer’s commitment to the
annual Feasts. Yahweh’s Feasts are the
central part of a believer’s life. Just as
many worldly revere Xmas, the Feasts
are what the believer organizes his life
around. The appointed times even
become his yearly vacation if necessary.

When we keep His commands,
Yahweh becomes our life. He comes
first in everything we do– in how we
think, speak and act.  Read what Paul
said in Romans 15:18: “For I will not
dare to speak of any of those things
which Messiah has not wrought by me,
to make the Gentiles obedient, by word
and deed.”

Word and deed. Indeed.

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Q“What will happen during the
Millennium? Will those in the first
resurrection only live for 100 years then
die? Will there  still be any unsaved alive
during the 1000 years?”         – NM, email

A Those in the first resurrection will never
die. They rise  to immortality to rule and
forever be with Yahshua in His  Kingdom
on earth, 1Thess. 4:16-17. The rest of the
dead don’t live again until the thousand
years are finished (Rev. 20). That doesn’t
mean there won’t be people left who lived
through tribulation. Nowhere do we find that
everyone but the saints will be gone from
the earth. Isaiah 24 talks about cities that
will have people still in them. These people,
who are granted 100 years of life (Isa.
65:20), will need to be taught in that time
by Yahshua and those saints who rose in
the first resurrection, Isaiah 30:20-21.

Q“I was taught that when Yahshua
returns that everything to do with sin and
evil will be destroyed immediately and
the new heaven and earth is created.
Yahshua rules for 100 years and there is
peace.  There was no more chance for
anyone.  Please explain.”  –NM, email

A During the Millennium (lasting 1,000
years, not 100) sin and evil will be put down
and there will be peace. But that will take
time. The earth must undergo a complete
transformation. Those still living will be
taught the truth just as the called-out are
today. Paul explained in 1Corinthians
15:25-28, “For he [Yahshua] must reign, till
he has put all enemies under his feet. The
last enemy that shall be destroyed is death.
...And when all things shall be subdued
unto him, then shall the Son also himself
be subject unto Him that put all things under
him, that Elohim may be all in all.”

At the end of the Millennium is the
second resurrection for the rest of humanity
not in the prized first resurrection, Rev. 20:5.
They will all be judged by the record of their
lives, Rev. 20:12. Those found worthy and
in the Book of Life will be spared. Those
unworthy will be destroyed in the lake of
fire along with the Antimessiah and Satan.
